The Clean Sweep team will use a gum removal machine,
pressure washers, scrubbers, and vacuum machines like the new electric Madvac All-Terrain
Litter Vacuum LN50. The Super Block Cleanup initiative has been taking place quarterly for
more than a decade, successfully transforming the Downtown area into a cleaner and more
inviting space.
